Tomasz Mrowka

Professor Tomasz Mrowka received his Ph.D. in
mathematics from the University of California at Berke-
ley, in 1988. He is presently a professor of mathematics
at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, and he has
also taught at Berkeley and the California Institute of
Technology. Professor Mrowka is an expert on differen-
tial geometry and gauge theory. He has 19 publications
on low dimensional topology, contact structures, and the
invariants of Donaldson and Seiberg-Witten. He proved
the “Property P Conjecture” concerning the fundamen-
tal group of a manifold constructed from Dehn surgery
on a knot, using foliations and symplectic geometry. Pro-
fessor Mrowka has been the thesis advisor for 13 Ph.D.
students.
