Ron Douglas

Professor Douglas received his B.S. from the Illi-
nois Institute of Technology in 1960; he received his
Ph.D. from Louisiana State University in 1962. He held
many positions at the State University of New York at
Stony Brook including: Chairman, Department of Math-
ematics, (1971-73 & 1981-84); Graduate Director (1976-
81); Dean, Division of Physical Sciences & Mathematics,
(1986-90); Vice Provost, Undergraduate Studies, (1990-
95). Professor Douglas has been Professor of Mathemat-
ics at Texas A&M University since 1996 where he has
also been Distinguished Professor since 1999. He was
the Executive Vice President and Provost (1996-2002),
and Counselor to the President (2002). He has also held
visiting positions all over the world.

Professor Douglas was named Fellow, American As-
sociation for the Advancement of Science (1989-present);
Guggenheim Fellow (1980-81); Sloan Fellow (1968-74).
He received an AFOSR/NRC Postdoctoral Fellowship
(1965-66), and he received numerous research grants from
NSF (1963-97). Professor Douglas has given invited ad-
dresses at conferences and workshops around the world.
He has directed over twenty-five dissertations in math-
ematics research at Michigan, Stony Brook, and Texas
A&M. He has authored over one hundred and twenty-
five research articles and books. His professional service
has been very extensive as well.
