Dr. Steven Krantz received his Ph.D. in mathematics from Princeton University in 1974. 
He is presently Deputy Director of the American Institute of Mathematics in Palo Alto, 
California, and a professor of mathematics at Washington University in St. Louis, 
Missouri. He has also taught at the University of California Los Angeles, and at 
Pennsylvania State University. Dr. Krantz is an expert on several complex variables and 
analytic spaces, and he has written 150 papers and several dozen books on topics such as: 
geometric Lipschitz spaces, elliptic boundary value problems, and biholomorphic self-
maps of domains.
