Dr. Dror Bar-Natan received his Ph.D. in mathematics from Princeton 
University in 1991. He is presently a professor of mathematics at the 
University of Toronto; he has also taught at Harvard University and at 
the Hebrew University in Jerusalem. Dr. Bar-Natan is an expert on 
knot theory and low dimensional topology, and he has 26 publications 
on such topics as Khovanov homology, rational homology spheres, 
and Vassiliev invariants.
